Introduction

The Burlington History Index is a retrieval tool for the library's non-digitized materials
primarily located in the Burlington History Room at Central Library. Identification of and
access to non-catalogued materials within BPL's local history collection is available
only through this alphabetical index.

Items that are listed in the library catalogue may be searched by Title, Author and/or
Subject. Topics of local interest have been identified from these items and included in
the Burlington History Index. These items may be found in the Burlington History Room,
or with our regular non-fiction collections mainly at Central Library.

Content includes mainly Burlington and Oakville/Halton County information, but also
Hamilton and Wentworth County landmarks and events as they have linked to our past.

Historical materials and archival holdings housed in the Burlington History Room are for
reference only.

The Burlington History Index is a searchable PDF file that includes text that can be
searched upon using the standard Adobe Reader “search” functionality. In addition, the
text can be selected and copied from the PDF.
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How to search for a word in a PDF using any PDF reader

Open any PDF with your default PDF reader.

Press CTRL+F (Windows) or CMD+F (Mac).

In the text box, enter your search term.

The first match will be highlighted.

Press Enter or click the right arrow to navigate between the results.
